2, 10-11 October – concerts and audio-visual performances featuring contemporary Ukrainian, Polish and German artists. 2 October – Muzey Idey (Museum of Ideas), 10, 11 October – Porokhova Vezha.

3-12 October – lectures and master classes on application new media in contemporary art. Center of City History of Central-East Europe, Dzyga Gallery and Noiv Kovcheh (Noah’s Ark art café).
